To “T” or Not to “T”
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Calling a technical foul is usually an emotionally charged situation and doesn't happen game in and game out. It is of paramount importance to be very familiar with all aspects of their administration. When you decide to call a technical foul you must be prepared to answer some of the following: 

1) What kind of technical is it?

· Direct or Indirect

2) Who gets charged?

· The team, individual players, subs, bench personnel (including coaches, trainers and team followers, etc.)

3) How do they count towards disqualifications?

· All direct technical fouls, plus indirect for coaches, count toward player, substitute and coaches disqualification

· Players and subs get a combination of five personal and technical fouls, two technical fouls or one flagrant technical

· Coaches are allowed a total of three indirect /direct technical fouls, the second directly charged technical or a single flagrant technical foul

4) How do technical fouls count toward the team bonus?

· All technical fouls count toward the team total

· Be careful not to double count indirect technical fouls

5) How many free throws awarded?

· Two free throws for each technical foul

· No free throws for double technical fouls

6) Who shoots the free throws?

· Any player of the offended team, including an eligible sub or designated starter

· The coach or captain designates the foul thrower(s)

7) How is the ball put back into play after the free throws?

· The ball is usually awarded to the offended team for a throw-in at the division (1/2) court line opposite the scorer table

**For a double technical foul, double personal foul, and simultaneous intentional foul the ball is resumed play from the "point of interruption" (7-5-4, 4-36)
