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CAOA Rules Quiz
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Rules book; Case book
PLAY 1:  A1 is dribbling rapidly down the court on a fast break, pursued closely by B1.  A1 attempts a layup which does not contact the backboard or rim.  Both players’ momentum carries them off the court.  A1 leaps back toward the court.  With one foot down on the court and the other still in the air he grabs the untouched miss and scores.
Unbeknownst to most fans in the building, whether they try was touched or hit the rim is inconsequential; it’s not traveling as long as you determined it was a legitimate shot attempt.  A1 re-established inbounds status when he or she got one foot down inside the boundary.  The player is then allowed to retrieve the ball without penalty.  The basket counts.  [4-41-4, 4-35-1, 7-1-1;  4.35.2]
PLAY 2:  Team A properly submits its list of names and numbers of team members who may participate to the scorer prior to the 10-minute mark before the game begins, and that list is correctly recorded into the scorebook.  It is discovered that the uniform number for A6 is incorrectly listed in the scorebook:

(a) three minutes before the game is to begin.

(b) when the substitute A6 reports to enter the game four minutes into the game.

The scorer and officials are notified of the desire to change A6’s number in the scorebook prior to A6 participating.  Team A has not been assessed any technical fouls for any other scorebook violation.  Shall the scorer be allowed to change A6’s number in the scorebook to match the number the player is actually wearing without penalty?

No.  A team technical foul shall be charged to team A in both (a) and (b).  [3-2-2c, 10-1-2c; 3.2.2B, 3.2.2D, 3.2.2E]
PLAY 3:  After time has expired with:
(a) the score tied,

(b) team A ahead, 65-64,

A1 is assessed a technical foul for making a derogatory remark to an official.  How are these two situations handled?

In (a), two free throws shall be awarded to begin the extra period.  Any team B player shall shoot the two free throws followed by a throw-in to team B at the division line.

In (b), any team B player shall be awarded two free throws to determine the outcome of the game or whether an overtime period is needed to decide the outcome.  If team B makes one of two free throws, and an overtime is necessary, the overtime shall start with a jump ball.  [5-6 Exception 4; 5.6 Comment B, 5.6.2C]
PLAY 4:  With 32 seconds remaining in the game and with two substitutes at the table, A1 scores a basket.  The timer mistakenly sounds the horn and the official recognizes the horn with a whistle.  Are the substitutes allowed to enter the game at that point?

The substitutes shall be allowed to enter as the ball is dead and the clock is stopped.  No rule precludes the substitution when less than a minute remains in the game.  [3-3-1d]  NOTE:  this is different than NCAA.
PLAY 5:  A1 has a throw-in along the endline.  A1 throws the ball inbounds, but no player touches the ball.  A1 runs after the ball and is the first to touch it near the division line.  What is the result?

Throw-in violation on A1 and Team B receives a throw-in at the spot of the original throw-in.  [7-5-2a, 9-2-6; 7.4]
